The long term vision here is for a naturally functioning system without any defences or interventions. This will promote a naturally functioning coastline helping to maintain a number of habitats and SSSI’s, and preventing coastal squeeze in the long term. A limited number of properties and a strip of agricultural land will be at increasing risk of flooding and erosion. The Cumbrian Coastal Way and Coast to Coast route may also be at greater risk of erosion and therefore require sections re-routing in the long term.
