Where ‘Hold the line’ is the policy option it is considered to be non-contentious as it represents a
continuation of current practice. Where ‘Managed re-alignment” is the policy option it is considered
to be more contentious partly because of the complexity of the locations (further details provided
below) and partly because the term ‘managed re-alignment’ is subject to misinterpretation.

For the length of coast from MEPAS pumping station to Hightown the policy option of ‘managed
re-alignment’ will be informed by the Strategy Study currently being completed for the area and will
allow for the works currently being proposed for Hightown. This Strategy Study considers the
complex inter-relationship between future coastal change, risks to infrastructure and options to
adapt to this change.

For the length of coast from Mouth of the River Alt (west bank) to Weld Road, Southport (Formby
Dune system) the policy option of ‘'managed re-alignment” will be informed by the Study about fo
be underiaken on the dunes at Lifeboat Road considering the effectiveness of sand dune
management works in the context of coastal defence. The issue of managing a natural system
over the long term not only for its coastal defence function but also for its nature conservation and
recreational value is complicated because of the sometimes conflicting objeciives and the
problems associated with valuing the benefits accrued over such a long time period.

Local Consultation

The Shoreline Management Plan is being reported to all the coastal Area Committees and Parish
Councils as well as being publicised with the public. Digital copies of the SMP are available from
www.mycoastline.org and hard copies will be available in local libraries. Hard copies can also be
requested from the coastal defence team. It should be noted that the consultation date has now
been extended to mid February 2010.
